Design Philosophy: I wanted to create a course that played a little harder than most courses available for PGA2000. The course is mainly meant for players who normally average at -10 or better, though hopefully it will be enjoyed by everyone who plays it.

Course Description:
Hole 1: The opening hole is the longest of the nine par 4 holes this course has to offer, and the true danger in this hole lies in the lenght. If you manage to drive you ball hard and straight down the fairway you should have a good chance of staying in par. The only positive thing to say about this hole is that it's downhill which will add some lenght to your shots.

Hole 2: The first of five par 5 holes. The green is reachable in two but you have to be very carefull when you place your drive. If you're not sure wheater you can't get by the trees on the clifftop in your second shot then just lay up - better safe than sorry.

Hole 3: The shortest of the par 3's. Short isn't always the same as easy though - both in front and in the back of the green as well as to the left of it the surfaces are unplayable. And if you miss the green to the right you'll end up in a difficult greenbunker.

Hole 4: A very tough dogleg right par 4 hole. You don't have the best view from the tee and even if you manage to stay away from the fairwaybunkers in your drive, the green is still not easy to approach - a par here is a great score.

Hole 5: This is a long straightforward par 4. Just remember to stay away from the only fairwaybunker to the left. The dangers on this hole are the difficult greenbunkers that almost surrounds the green - and of course the fact that behind the green is out of bounds.

Hole 6: The shortest of the par 5 holes (447m). If you have given up some shots to the course by now this is a great hole to take one back. Just watch out for the approach shot (second shot) - it's not as easy as it seems.

Hole 7: Another long straightforward par 4 hole. When the wind is blowing towards you this becomes a very tough hole. Otherwise see if you can reach the green in two - just make sure you make it over the water.

Hole 8: The longest of the par 3 holes. Though lots of water it doesn't really come into play if you hit it straight

Hole 9: A rather short (compared to the rest of the course) par 4. It's uphill all the way and for your approachshot you won't have the best view over the green.

Hole 10: A par 5 that is definitly reachable in 2. See if you can get your drive over the top of the hill and thereby get extra lenght to it. Just watch out for the big greenbunker to the left of the green.

Hole 11: A severe dogleg left par 4. If you play this hole with care it's a fairly easy hole - it's tempting to try and hook the ball around the trees to get a much shorter approchshot, but make sure you master this skill before trying - if you end up in one of the four fairwaybunkers you probably have to take a bogey.

Hole 12: Though not the longest par 3 ever made this hole is still dificult due to the fact that you cannot see the green surface. Just stay out of the greenbunkers - especially the one to the left.

Hole 13: Another rather short par 4. How this hole plays depends on the wind. With the wind in your back you should have no problem crossing the stream but on the other hand if the wind is at your face you should consider playing short of the stream.

Hole 14: The longest hole on the course. This par 5 is 520 meters and you have to send a monsterdrive down the fairway if you're thinking of reaching this green in two. When on the green you might spot the driving range through the trees.

Hole 15: The two fairly long par 4 holes, 15 and 16, share the same huge artificial bunker whichfore they are known as the beach holes. Needless to say - stay of the beach. The greensite is lowered and can be a bit tricky to approach.

Hole 16: Once again stay away from the beach on this par 4. Actually you might want to place yourself in the right side of this spilt-up fairway. In your approachshot make sure you make it over the greenbunker in front of the green - it's better a little too long than a little too short.

Hole 17: A long pretty straightforward par 3. If you can try and attack the pin from the left (see if you can fade the ball a bit).

Hole 18: The closing hole is a par 5. As most of the other par 5's this too is reachable in two - but only if you place your drive to the left of the fairwaybunker. And still there's plenty of troubles to hang out with. Still a good chance to take back another shot from the course.
